Within a fungal genus, sequences were aligned using ClustalW and 
analyzed using PAUP 4.0b10 (Sinauer and Associates, Inc., Sunderland MA) (Likelihood method, 80% or greater bootstrap 
values; generally >5% sequence divergence between "species"). Within each site, a pathogen was inoculated onto all the other 
source hosts, plus a few others at intermediate phylogenetic distance. Also shown is the number of plant species inoculated and
the proportion of those inoculations that produced susceptible reactions.
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
