Three major periods of 
human occupation were documented within the canyon. Notwithstanding the fact that three discrete cultural 
phases were identified, lifeways in the canyon also display a marked degree of homogeneity. From the vantage of 
available archaeological data, anadromous fish and acorns were probably used throughout the sequence and 
subsistence-settlement specialization vis-a-vis these resources never achieved the level found in areas to the south.
