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ROMAN ARCHITECTURE FOR GREEK ELEUSIS: THE SECOND SOPHISTIC IN MARBLE

ABSTRACT

This paper argues that the rebuilding of the forecourt at Eleusis under Marcus Aurelius reflects the cultural
currents of the Second Sophistic. The arrangement of the buildings, the close copies of 5" century BC
originals, and Roman aesthetic values contribute to this effect. Celebration of the Eleusinian Mysteries was
Athens’ most prestigious festival and the continuity demonstrated here projected the Athenian past forward

even under Roman rule.

On a bright June day in 171 AD, Aelius Aristides,
the famed orator, sometime valetudinarian and
devotee of Asklepios, stood up in the Bouleuterion at
Smyrna and delivered a short but compelling lament
on the recent sack of the great old sanctuary of
Demeter at Eleusis. “As | come to speak, | grow numb,
and turn back, and | am compelled to speak for this
one reason, because | cannot keep silent”, he began,
and then detailed the noble history of the Eleusinian
mysteries, by then celebrated annually, we now know,
for at least 800 years (Aristid. Or. 22.1). Earlier that
year the Kostoboks, barbarians from the north of
Dacia, had swept down into Greece and severely
damaged the venerable Telesterion, the hall of
initiation and temple of Demeter: as archaeological
investigation has shown, a terrible fire destroyed the
interior and caused so much destruction that even the
whole of its great marble porch had to be rebuilt,
block by block, from even the lowest step’.

During the invasion of the Kostoboks, the
Hierophant loulius fled to Athens, but he saved ta
hiera, the sacred objects, and eventually the annual
celebrations were able to continue. loulius was
honored with at least one inscribed herm and two
statues, whose inscribed bases are preserved?.

The emperor Marcus Aurelius had stepped forward
to rescue Eleusis, for likely he is the one who financed

the complete and careful reconstruction of the
Telesterion. The Telesterion was the one Greek temple
truly crucial for necessary rituals, as the initiating
ceremonies were performed inside it, rather than
outdoors where most ancient Greek rituals were
carried out. Some five years after the sack, Marcus
Aurelius was initiated in the Mysteries which were held
in their customary way, with the same Hierophant
loulius presiding, and Aurelius was even allowed to
enter into the sacred center of the temple, the only
non-priest ever to have done so. Marcus Aurelius also
completed the construction of the marble propylaia
that Hadrian had begun some two decades earlier.
Aurelius’s portrait is featured in the center of its
pediment: he wears a cuirass with an apotropaic
central gorgoneion, later obscured by a Christian
Cross.

The repairs and rebuilding of the sanctuary were
the culmination of long-standing Roman-period
patronage at Eleusis. The forecourt was especially
significant, because it was the one public face of the
sanctuary: only initiates and those about to be initiated
were allowed to pass through its gates, hence for the
uninitiated, it was as far as they could go. It was also a
juncture of three roads, east, west and north. Thus the
forecourt was the choice place for commemorative
monuments that recalled civic participation as well as
imperial euergetism.

Two monumental arches framed two of the
entrances to the forecourt, set up by the Panhellenion,
in honor of the two Goddesses and the emperor
Hadrian; they are closely based on the Arch of Hadrian
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in Rome. The activities of the Panhellion, a civic and
religious association of local elites who restored and
fostered ancient sanctuaries, are known primarily from
commemorative inscriptions. Hadrian is also the likely
patron of an elaborate fountain that was built along the
southeast side of the forecourt, and perhaps also the
aqueduct that fed it. Hadrian took a personal interest
in Eleusis and participated in the Mysteries in each of
his three visits to Athens, in 124, 128, and 131, and
was present also in 129 at a time different from the
Mysteries, when likely he was supervising some of the
building. He also built a bridge over the Kephissos
River near Eleusis, in order to ensure the processional
route could be passable.

The architectural details of the Hadrianic fountain
and dedicatory arches, which supported statues of
Hadrian and subsequent Antonine imperial family
members, have a clear Roman stamp in the use of the
Corinthian order, the free-standing arch framed by
columns, and the overall open-air design in front of
the new propylaia. Their placement around the newly
paved forecourt, with emphasis on framing and
axiality, is also “Roman” in concept. The Roman frame
contains, in contrast, a small classicizing Doric
temple, tetrastyle amphiprostyle, whose Pentelic
marble blocks are such exact copies of 5™ century
temples so as to raise the question whether in fact
they are re-used blocks from a much earlier temple.
The temple traditionally has been assigned to Artemis
Propylaia, and perhaps Father Poseidon, based on
Pausanias’s commentary that such a temple existed
somewhere not far from the entrance. Pausanias also
describes a Temple to Triptolemos, however, and that
may be a more likely identification (Paus. 1.38.6).

Another significant reminder of a 5™ century BC
building is the Greater Propylaia that Marcus Aurelius
completed: it is a deliberate and very close copy of the
central hall of Mnesikles’ Propylaia to the Akropolis,
with some modification for the very different
topography of the sanctuary®. Unlike the shoulder of
the Akropolis, the entrance to Eleusis is flat, so that
the two-step design of the Mnesiklean gateway is here
built on one level, but raised up as a whole on a
crepidoma of six steps. The two facades were
hexastyle amphiprostyle, with six interior lonic
columns. Especially notable is the careful detailing in
imitation of the 5™ century BC original, such as the
raised plinths for the interior lonic columns that

closely mimics those in the gateway to the Akropolis.
As in the blocks of the small Doric temple in the
forecourt, the workmanship is excellent.

The two omitted wings of Mnesikles’ Propylaia are
substituted at Eleusis with other monuments, the
ancient Kallichoron well, a major landmark where
Demeter first visited humans at Eleusis, and the two
arches honoring the Goddesses and the Emperor.
They frame the entrance court in a manner similar to
the omitted wings of Mnesikles’ Propylaia, in effect,
bringing a contemporary Roman aspect into the
overall design while paying homage to Classical
Athens. The visual link between Eleusis and the
Akropolis of Athens is an impressive statement of
Classicism in the second century. This direct
emulation of a 5" century BC building would not
happen again until the late 18" century. The Akropolis
of Athens and Eleusis were ritually linked by the
annual procession on the Sacred Way, first when
priestesses brought the Sacred objects to the City
Eleusinion on the north slope of the Akropolis, and
then when the large group of initiands went on foot
back to Eleusis from the City Eleusinion®.

The cultural context of the new forecourt in the
second century deserves closer consideration. The
combination of deliberate quotation of fifth century
BCE forms, as in the Great Propylaia which is closely
modeled on the Mnesiklean Propylaia and in the small
Doric temple, together with the new Roman framing
by arches and a fountain, should be considered as a
monumental example of the Second Sophistic; that is,
a part of an ongoing cultural current in the second
century CE that merges retrospectively Greek forms
within a fresh Roman setting, borrowed from Rome
itself. The Roman gateways, arches, and fountain at
Eleusis contributed new sophistication both to this
distinguished but rural sanctuary in Attica and to the
urban fabric of Roman Athens, via the link of the
Sacred Way. Roman architectural contributions to
venerable sanctuaries in Greece are numerous, but are
especially prominent at Eleusis, where such
euergetism helped to sharpen local identities within a
broad historical framework. Such benefactions also
fostered reciprocal bonds between Roman and local
elites.

A label borrowed from Philostratos to describe a
literary movement from about 50 CE to 250, but
focused especially on the second century, the Second

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Sophistic has been much analyzed in recent
scholarship. The Greek authors of this period are
thought to convey a set of attitudes and cultural
ambitions that could mesh with the realities of Roman
dominance, while still aspiring to the cultural ideals of
the past that enshrined independence and democracy.
The male Greek elite had no genuine political
independence or even representation, but they could
channel their ambitions into cultural evocations of
Greece’s illustrious past. Their cultural confidence
came from their perceived close connection to the
classical Greeks, an idealized view of their forebears
some five and six centuries earlier. The writings of
Plutarch and Pausanias, e.g., clearly illustrate the
period’s preoccupation with the sacred and its realia,
but with a strong preference for the Archaic and
Classical varieties and an interest in mythic origins.

The architectural embellishments for the Eleusinian
Mysteries, and much of the epigraphical record for the
Roman period, reflect the choices and patronage of
the elite who found great value in the continuity with
the distant past. The choices of style and architectural
features, even the creation of direct copies, are
examples of selective nostalgia, and although partly
financed from afar, were accomplished by locals. This
cultural preoccupation of the Greek elite with its own
distant past remained vital until the insecurities and
the invasions of the third century so weakened the
civic fabric that it could not last. The invasion of the

Kostoboks, mourned by Aelius Aristides, was a
harbinger of the coming events in the third century AD
which would be very difficult and destructive for
Greece. The Eleusinian Mysteries likely continued until
the final destruction of the sanctuary by Alaric and his
Visigoths in 395, but after that invasion, there was no
rescue for the ancient sanctuary, and no Aelius
Aristides to lament its fate. For a while, during the
cultural movement of the Second Sophistic, Athens
could increase her dignity and ancient identity under
Roman rule with generous construction that brought
together the duality of Roman design and much older
Greek details and craftsmanship.
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
