language. The ohginary purpose of human language is to defer mimetic

violence by permitting each to possess the sign of the unpossessable

desire-object—the deferral of violence through representation.

GA seeks to transcend the impasse between the humanities

imprisoned in the "always already" of cultural systems and the empirical

social sciences that cannot model the paradoxical generativity of these

systems.

Anthropoetics is open to any work of quality in the humanities or

human sciences that involves fundamental reflection on the human. Past

issues include special numbers on Rene Girard (Spring/Summer 1997);

Religion (Spring/Summer 1997); Wolfgang Iser (FallAA/inter 1997-98); and

Deconstruction (Spring/Summer 1998).
