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I N T R O D U C T I O N
Collisions involving motorcycles are a major trafc saety concern in the United States. Motorcycle riders
comprise a disproportionate share o all injured and killed vehicle occupants. In 2016,motorcycle riders were
28 times more likely than passenger car occupants to be atally injured in a trafc collision, per vehicle miles
traveled. The primary countermeasures used to address this problem have included motorcycle helmet laws
and other helmet-oriented programs, rider training and licensing programs, vehicle enhancements, including
anti-lock braking technology, rider conspicuity programs, campaigns to increase other road users’ awareness
o motorcycles, and campaigns to reduce impaired riding.

C ALIFORNIA DATA

n Motorcycling is popular in Caliornia, and the
state records the second most motorcycle
atalities in the nation. From 2013 to 2017, there
has been a 14.3 percent increase in motorcycle
atalities rom 463 to 529.

n O all motorcyclist atalities in 2017, 7.8 percent
o motorcycle riders were not wearing helmets.
This is the highest percentage o unhelmeted
atalities since 2009 when it was 11.7 percent.

n Los Angeles, San Diego, Orange, Riverside, and
San Bernardino counties in Southern Caliornia,
along with Sacramento and Alameda counties in
Northern Caliornia, have the highest number o
atal and serious injuries among motorcyclists.

n The rural counties o Alpine, Sierra, and Inyo
have the highest rates o atal and serious
injuries per 100K population by county.

n Unsae speed (30.4 percent), ollowed by
improper turning (18.5 percent), and right-o-
way violations by automobiles (17.6 percent)
were the most requent primary collision actor
or atal and serious injury motorcyclist collisions.

n Broadside collisions were the most requent
crash type at 26.2 percent o motorcycle
collisions, ollowed by overturned collisions, at
19.2 percent, and hit object, at 17.0 percent,
rear-end.

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n The number o injured riders is markedly higher
between 3pm and 6pm, with 24.7 percent o
atal and serious injuries occurring in this period.

n Fatal and serious injuries were highest on
Saturday and Sunday, ollowed by Friday.
These three days accounted or 52.9 percent o
motorcycle atal and serious injuries.

n The vast majority (91.4 percent) o atal and
serious motorcycle collision victims were males.
The age category with the greatest number
o victims, men or women, is ages 25 to 34,
comprising 29.6 percent o all victims.

n Race was not reported or 27.4 percent o the
motorcycle atalities. O the 384 atalities with a
known race, 84.4 percent (or 324) were white.

n Nearly two-thirds (64.7 percent) o motorcycle
atal and serious injuries occurred in urban areas
compared to 35.2 percent on rural roads. Only
about 15.9 percent o travel took place on rural
roads.

n Over one-third (39.7 percent) o all motorcycle
atalities occurred on non-interstate principal
arterials. The next most common locations or
motorcycle atalities were non-interstate minor
arterials, comprising 25.9 percent o atalities.
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
