Papers may either be accepted, accepted with 
revisions, or rejected. It is incumbent upon the author to make necessary changes and submit the final version 
on a 3.5-in. floppy disk in WordPerfect 5.1. Upon acceptance, the paper will be copyrighted by the Museum.
