This paper summarizes geologic, ethnohistoric, ethnographic and archaeologic data 
on the western margin of Imperial Valley, southern California. In historic time this 
exceedingly arid region was sparsely and temporarily occupied by the Kamias from 
Imperial Valley and Dieguenos from the Peninsular Mountains. Knowledge of these 
occupations comes largely from the reports of travelers whose wanderings over the 
southern route into California took them to the San Sebastian Marsh, Carrizo Creek, and 
other watering places in the Yuha. Earlier occupation of the region occurred in more 
favorable environmental conditions which occurred during the successive stands of Lake 
Cahuilla. Available archaeological information on these earlier occupations is presented 
and critically analyzed. 

This work is an especially useful simamary of source material for those interested in 
the native occupants of the desert regions of southern California.
