From the Director

Institute on Global Conflict

IN THE EARLY 1990's, the restructuring of the
Soviet Union ushered in a new era of global
policy development. The Cold War came to
an end, and with it came a redirection of
innovation from defense to economic devel-
opment. The expanded use of personal com-
puters and concurrent growth in the
software industry resulted in a telecommu-
nications explosion led by the internet.
Competition in communications services
led to dramatic reductions in prices. This
digital information re-evaluation has now
made it possible to “see” the world without
leaving home. Issues, such as environmental
pollution and climate change, that were
once considered local, are now easily seen to
be global in impact. Internationally, business
and consumers have been quick to take
advantage of this easy access, resulting in a
burgeoning, global e-conomy.

This growth in the e-conomy is paralleled
by an increasing consolidation of economic
units, as represented by the European
Economic Union and the North American
Free Trade Agreement. Vastly increased
access to information has made isolation
and severe political oppression increasingly
difficult, forcing change within what were
once viewed as immutable systems. A prime
example is China where, with relative peace
in the countries of the Pacific Rim, and
exploding internet communications, the
contours of Chinese society are changing
rapidly.

Americans are particularly prone to
thinking that the digital revolution will
make governments and their policies irrele-
vant. Quite to the contrary, this revolution
depends on getting governments around the
world to adopt the right policies for compe-
tition, universal service, security, protection
of individual liberties and property rights.
The speed of the revolution requires deci-
sions on global governance at a far quicker
pace than ever before. With the United
States acting as a testing ground, policies
developed here can provide the paradigm for

international standards. IGCC,
with its campus-wide research
resources and its history of
advising policy development on
an international scale, isin a
unique position to assist the
development of such policies.

Rapid change, however,
brings the possibility of
increased tensions and conflict.
Ongoing programs in Arms Reduction and
Global Climate Change continually evolve
under the influence of insights from innova- ~ Photo: Alan Decker
tive initiatives such as Wired For Peace,
designed to design protocols for adapting
new communications technologies to multi-
national diplomatic settings. As IGCC's
research base expands, so does its ability to
fulfill its mission to teach and train the gen-
erations who will provide leadership in poli-
cy development in the second millennium.
IGCC programs provide undergraduate and
graduate students with exceptional opportu-
nities to be part of policy development as it
happens, giving them critical skills in apply-
ing the theory of policy development to its
practice and implementation.

Consequently, we have revised our entire
program for bridging research results from
the academic to the policy communities,
embarking on an ambitious new program of
two annual print and four quarterly elec-
tronic publications.

IGCC NEWSWired provides a concise
annual review of IGCC's multicampus agen-
da, ongoing research, funding, awards, proj-
ects, meetings, workshops, colloquia, news,
and publications. It thus combines func-
tions of IGCC's past newsletters, brochures,
catalogues, and internal reports traditionally
prepared for our Steering Committee and
International Advisory Board. It serves as a
print counterpoint to IGCCOnline, captur-
ing an annual snapshot of the institute’s
activities writ broadly, in a style and format
consistent with our more ephemeral digital
bulletins. Every January, NEWSWired will
report activities for the previous calendar
year; at any time, readers can visit
IGCCOnline for current updates.

In keeping with this new infovision, we
have also revamped our policy products, de-
emphasizing our old plain-text-in-hopsack-
bindings in favor of new digital formats
better attuned to the needs of the
Washington policy community. Quarterly,
IGCCOnline will publish complete packages
of full text papers, short pithy abstracts, and
downloadable PowerPoint presentations
packed with statistics and factoids essential
to the fast pace and hard sell of policy life.
Policy analysts will thus be able to scale

from in-depth analysis to sound bite, confi-
dent that findings are informed by solid
scholarly research. Supplementing our old
Policy Paper and Policy Brief series, these
IGCC POLICYPacks will serve IGCC's core
mission of informing policy debate with rel-
evant, concrete research findings and rec-
ommendations. However, we will not
abandon the unwired corners of our reader-
ship. As always, print copies will be available
by request and targeted mailing.

For the crowning feather in our publish-
ing cap, wed like to announce our founding
of a new journal, conceived from the outset
to appear in print and online formats. This
flagship initiative of the UC international
and area studies electronic publications pro-
gram is now commissioning senior faculty
to write reflective, substantive, conclusive
pieces derived from their book-length
research projects, with response from senior
members of the policy community. Annually,
IGCCReView will consider ideas and impli-
cations beyond the snap of the sound bite,
encouraging contemplation of serious work
by minds cleared of ephemeral distractions.

IGCC funds, publishes, and reports on
research and projects undertaken by UC fac-
ulty, students, and staff deemed of interest
to the IGCC community, with a continuing
aim to expand our reach to include new dis-
ciplines, faculties, and departments
throughout the UC system. | encourage your
questions, comments, queries, ideas—and
most of all, your submissions—for future
issues.

DESPITE HOPES TO THE CONTRARY, the close of
the second millennium has not witnessed
the end of international conflict. In Africa,
Asia, Eastern Europe, and the Middle East,
issues of war and peace continue to present
challenges to the international community.
More than ever, resolving world problems
requires careful thinking, creative research,
and practical approaches.

Since 1983, the University of California
Institute on Global Conflict and Cooperation
(IGCC) has studied the causes of internation-
al conflict and helped devise options for pre-
venting or resolving it through international
cooperation. IGCC's unique structure as a
multi-campus research unit (MRU) for the
entire University of California system enables
research teams to be drawn from all nine UC
campuses and the UC-managed Lawrence
Livermore and Los Alamos National
Laboratories, providing broad-based links to
the US government, foreign governments,
and foreign policy institutes from around
the globe.

Based at UC San Diego, IGCC supports
individual faculty and graduate student
research throughout the UC system, as well
as international affairs programs on each UC
campus. IGCC is committed to educating the
next generation of international problem-
solvers and peacemakers through research
and teaching activities. Nationally, the insti-
tute is one of the largest sources of disserta-
tion and fellowship support on international
studies in the country.

IGCC receives primary support from the
Regents of the University of California and
the State of California.

IN A COLLABORATION AMONG IGCC, the
Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory
Center for Global Security Research, and
Systran, Inc., aided by generous monetary
and equipment grants from The U.S.
Institute of Peace, U.S. Dept. of Energy, and
the Intel and Microsoft Corporations, Wired
for Peace (W4P) will provide senior policy-
makers, researchers, and their staffs at part-
ner institutions in China, Korea, Japan,
Russia, and the United States internet tech-
nologies that support nascent Confidence
and Security Building Measures (CSBMs)
(IGCC Newsletter Fall 1998). This "virtual
track-two" project expressly supports the
Northeast Asia Cooperation Dialogue, but
the effort has clear potential for a spinoff
project in the Middle East.

W4P collaboratively maintains a definitive
web-based virtual prive network with publi-
cations, data sets, news clipping services,
links libraries, and group discussion forums,
calendars and authoring tools. The Swiss
Federal Institute of Technology International
Relations and Security Network, Stockholm
International Peace Research Institute,
Columbia International Affairs Online, and
Nautilus Institute collaborate to provide spe-

cific substantive support and services.

A pilot implementation of WA4P informa-
tion management systems and protocols
with the Russian Academy of Sciences
Institute for Far Eastern Affairs has made
clear that multilingual capacity will be key
to the project’s success. In an exciting part-
nership with Systran, Inc., IGCC is now
adding Chinese-, Japanese-, Korean-, and
Russian-language search and translation
tools to the WA4P package. For more infor-

The program has sent a delegation of emi-
nent climate change scientists to the fourth
Conference of the Parties (COP-4) of the
United Nations Framework Convention on
Climate Change (UNFCCC); brought a delega-
tion of prominent UC scientists to the
nation’s capitol to advise high-level US execu-
tive, legislative, and non-governmental offi-
cials and answer questions on late-breaking
climate change science (IGCC Newsletter,
Spring 1999); and, currently, together with
Scripps Institution of Oceanography and
the UC San Diego Graduate School of
International Relations/Pacific Studies, has
launched its UC Revelle and Program on
Climate Science and Policy (UCRP).

UCRP will facilitate the dialogue among
climate researchers, government decision-
makers, and the private sector concerning
the application of climate science to address
societal needs. UCRP will not take policy
positions or make policy recommendations.
Rather, it will identify scientific research rele-
vant to U.N. Framework Convention on
Climate Change, and make this science readi-
ly available to non-scientific
communities.

UCRP's upcoming activities include pre-
sentations at the COP-6 (The Hague, 13-24
November, 2000) and subsidiary body meet-
ings (Bonn, 12-16 June, 2000) under the UN
Framework Convention on Climate Change.
The project is funded by the UC Office of the
President, Scripps Institution of
Oceanography, and IGCC.

SPEARHEADED BY PROFESSORS MILES KAHLER
and David LAKE, this interdisciplinary UC
study group is examining trends in gover-
nance and their links to globalization.
National governments, under the forces of
globalization, are shifting political authority
to higher, lower and corporate affiliates. The
project addresses high-profile issues such as
assuring that international and regional
institutions are accountable to the publics
affected by their actions; integrating
demands for local self-determination and
political devolution—whether ethnically
based or not—with the benefits of wider
markets, sources of technology, and invest-
ment flows; and tailoring government inter-
vention and regulation to accomplish
necessary public ends in the most efficient
manner.

With the support of IGCC, the UC San
Diego Graduate School of International
Relations and Pacific Studies, and UC San
Diegoss political science department, an
organizational meeting was held in April
1999. Paper proposals from a broad, inter-
disciplinary group of scholars were solicited
during the summer and fall of that year. A
final conference will be held in late 2000,
with the project to be completed by Summer
2001. The findings of this research will be
presented in a policy seminar.

lenges for US
and international policy-makers concerning
regulation of the global information econo-
my. These included Web expansion and its
implications for international trade,
Internet codes of conduct, and whether the
Internet should continue to exist with mini-
mal government regulation.

Internet governance, important of itself
for the global community, is just as impor-
tant to international economic cooperation
in a global information economy. Experts
disagree on whether the Internet should
continue to be managed without any gov-
ernmental controls, and whether the con-
vergence of communications and
broadcasting can proceed without a signifi-
cant dismantling of traditional regulation.
Internet codes of conduct have become an
issue for international trade, important in
upcoming World Health Organization devel-
opments.

THE NEW UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA E-CONOMY
Project™ <http://e-conomy.berkeley.edu/> is
a collaborative undertaking of IGCC and the
Berkeley Roundtable on the International
Economy (BRIE), the College of Engineering,
the Haas School of Business and the School
of Information Management and Systems
(SIMS), at the University of California,
Berkeley. Participating faculty represent a
broad interdisciplinary range of UC Berkeley
departments as well as faculty from UC
campuses at Davis, Irvine, Los Angeles, and
Santa Barbara. The project fuses these aca-
demics' research agendas with the knowl-
edge and concerns of industry leaders and
policy makers, creating an intellectual
resource to focus on the profound transfor-
mation being wrought by new digital tech-
nologies.

The E-conomy™ project aims to develop
new metrics, historical analogs and business
models, and more effective policies, legal
frameworks and corporate strategies. It
begins with an intentionally broad and basic
question: How are digital networks and e-
commerce changing the organization of
industrial and economic activity? Its ulti-
mate goal is to create an institutionalized

resource that involves industry leaders, poli-
cy-makers, and academics in discussion and
research to conceive new business models,
more effective corporate strategies, and
informed policies. IGCC Director Peter F.

Innovations in International Cooperation
Building the APEC International
Assessment Network (APIAN)

Since 1989, the Asia Pacific Economic
Cooperation (APEC) forum has generated
official declarations with hundreds of action
items. These initiatives cover trade integra-
tion, financial stability, environmental pro-
tection, technical cooperation and such
social matters as labor rights and educational
training. APEC'’s purpose is to create a more
cooperative and fluid security environment
throughout the Pacific Rim. Yet, currently,
there is no independent monitoring and eval-
uation of the implementation of APEC initia-
tives.

This absence has created ignorance and
skepticism about APEC within the academic
and general communities. Without scholarly
input, APEC is deprived of valuable sources of
expert information and critical feedback. In
addition, without transparency and public
debate, APEC officials often do not feel
obliged to act upon official promises.

To address this problem, the APEC
International Assessment Network (APIAN)
was created as a collaborative, independent
project among participating APEC Study
Centers (ASC), to track and assess the design
and execution of select APEC initiatives.
APIAN' goal is to enhance knowledge among
government officials and the general public
with regard to APEC activities, to encourage
the fulfillment of APEC objectives and com-
mitments, and to identify ways for APEC to
improve its performance.

APIAN will serve as an important test case
of the theory that expert non-governmental
organizations can augment the effectiveness
of multilateral organizations through
processes of tracking and evaluating their
activities and offering constructive sugges-
tions for enhancing their performance.
APIAN offers a testable hypothesis that infor-
mal partnerships between private and public
actors can enhance the objectives of both
spheres in fostering effective international
action.

At the January 1999 workshop held at the
University of California, San Diego (IGCC
Newsletter Spring 99), APIAN collaborators

agreed upon a standard-
ized survey methodology
that will provide coher-
ence, comparability and
continuity to their evalua-
tions and presentations.
Issue coordinators and
expert team members will
develop new sources of
information and draw on
the work of related efforts such as the Pacific
Economic Cooperation Council (PECC), the
Pacific Trade and Development Conference
(PAFTAD), the APEC Business Advisory
Council (ABAC), and the APEC Secretariat.
APIAN collaborators presented the project
at the June 1999 international consortium of
APEC Study Centers in Auckland. Issue coor-
dinators will meet in Spring, 2000 to review
the first full round of assessments, refine the
methodology, and consider the broader con-
clusions to be highlighted in a collective
APIAN policy report. The first of these will be
released before the APEC Leaders Meeting in
November 2000.

\WHEN ARE NEGOTIATED SETTLE-
MENTS of civil wars likely to last?
When do they break down?
Why? While analysts have long
discussed causes and endings of
civil wars, they have done little
research on how best to rebuild
a state after internecine killing
stops. IGCC's Durable Settlem-
ents project seeks to identify fac-
tors that determine whether or
not peace treaties last over time.

On 12 December 1997, following a presen-
tation at IGCC's Washington, DC offices, IGCC
Research Director for International Security
Barbara Walter briefed top US State Dept. offi-
cials on trends in civil war resolution and
peace treaty design. Then, on 6-7 February
1998, IGCC brought leading scholars in com-
parative politics, international relations, polit-
ical theory and sociology to La Jolla to discuss
the durability and breakdown of civil war set-
tlements, frame most promising lines of
inquiry, and assess the implications of this
research for policymakers. A close examina-
tion of all civil wars fought in the third quar-
ter of the twentieth century revealed that

although civil wars have a particularly low
rate of successful settlement, the combatants
have a remarkably high rate (59 percent) of
attempted negotiation, with 76 percent of
these attempts resulting in peace agreements.
Most agreed that three factors weigh heavily
in the success or failure of settlements, and
therefore should be the basis of ongoing
research: the domestic context in which a set-
tlement is signed; the institutional design of
new governments, and the extent and type of
third party involvement. The project is funded
by the Smith Richardson Foundation.

Int’l Dimensions and Domestic Sources
Powersharing and Peacemaking:
Conditions for Success in Ethnically

IN THE EARLY 1990s, IGCC recognized that ethnic
conflicts have become increasingly serious
international security issues, especially in
Africa, Eastern Europe, Central Asia, the Middle
East, and South Asia. Demacratic power sharing
has been a preferred solution in the settlement
of such conflicts, but these arrangements are
often unstable. The mixed record of success for
power sharing arrangements reveals how little
is understood about bringing peace to multi-
ethnic states.

Led by Philip G. Roeder (bio below) and
Donald Rothchild, professor of political science
at University of California, Davis, an expert in
the field of ethnic conflict and conflict manage-
ment in Africa, participants will compare suc-
cessful and failed experiments in ethnic power
sharing, and examine under what conditions
appropriate alternatives should be used.

Case studies include: electoral systems (Ben
Reilly, International Institute for Democracy
and Electoral Assistance, Stockholm); federal-
ism in India (Arend Lijphart, UC San Diego),
Russia and Eastern Europe (Valerie J. Bunce,
Cornell University), and Ethiopia (Edmond
Keller, UCLA); the move from power sharing to

majoritarian democracy in South Africa
(Timothy Sisk, University of Denver); and power
sharing and changing demographic patterns in
Lebanon (Marie Joelle Zahar, McGill
University).

Research will build on past IGCC work on
the international spread and management of
ethnic conflict, and durable peace settlements
for civil wars (p. 24). Authors will report find-
ings in policy papers and an edited volume,
and present policy recommendations to an
invited audience of academic and policy spe-
cialists in Washington, D.C. The project is
funded by the Carnegie Corporation of New
York.

FOLLOWING ON EARLIER WORK by IGCC faculty fel-
low Prof. Jeannette MONEY (UC Irvine) pub-
lished as Fences and Neighbors: The Political
Geography of Immigration Control (Cornell U.
Press, 1999), a Washington workshop compared
global ramification of local immigration experi-
ence. Asimmigration and integration become
subject to heightened public debate and policy
attention, Germany and the United States must
rethink the policy process in order to promote
policy consistency and awareness of its interna-
tional repercussions. Recent German and U.S.
debates and policy changes point to the need
for agencies to monitor developments and sug-

gest policy options, and administrative struc-
tures that permit some flexibility in administer-
ing immigration and integration policies (IGCC
Newsletter Spring 1999). IGCC Policy Paper 50
summarizes Germany’s postwar migration histo-
ry, reviews the major proposals for changes in
Germany’s immigration and integration policies
before the 1998 elections, assesses likely impacts
of the SPD-Green proposal, and compares
Germany’s immigration debates with similar U.S.

I 1997, with generous funding from the
Smith-Richardson foundation, IGCC
embarked on a two-year research study of
Chinese internal dynamics titled China and
Its Provinces: The Impact of Chinas Opening
on its Economic and Political Integration
(IGCC Newsletter Fall 1998). The study aims
to build a province-by-province database to
help assess the degree to which Chinas open-
ing to foreign trade and overseas investment
has frayed, strengthened, or altered national
integration and central control in China.
Toward that aim, Professors Dali YANG,
University of Chicago and Barry NAUGHTON,
UC San Diego Graduate School of
International Relations and Pacific Studies
organized a workshop held in La Jolla,
California, 6-7 June, 1998. Under the auspices
of the project’s Center-Provincial Political
Relationship Research Group, the workshop
examined control problems inherent in the
Chinese government’s endeavors to monitor
and reform its provincial and local cadre.

Beijing has tried to cope by shedding some
functions, and strengthening control over
others, for example, by introducing bonus
payments linked to economic performance,
political control, and compliance with birth
planning targets. Officials who perform well
on these specified targets receive substantial
monetary awards.

At the same time, attempts to control offi-
cial corruption have been mounted without
notable success. Separate monitoring agen-
cies have been established, but in the absence
of democratic supervision and public

accountability, it is difficult
to see much progress.

Over all, the workshop
found evidence that the
bureaucracy was adapting to
immediate challenges, while
slimming down and shrink-
ing the scope of government.
Less satisfactory was the
development of specialized
bureaucracies and separation of powers,
which seem to be the next pressing itemson ~ Barry NAUGHTON
Beijing’s agenda.

The workshop was attended by 14 schol-
ars, of whom 12 presented papers. Prof.
Dorothy SOLINGER, Politics and Society
Dept., UC Irvine, and UC San Diego Graduate

As UNDERSTANDING OF GLOBAL
environmental degradation and
the trans-boundary effects of
environmental pollution grew
throughout the 1990's, IGCC initiated a
research program in international environ-
mental policy to respond to the need for
greater scholarly and policy attention to
these issues. This program seeks to promote
multinational policy cooperation on global
problems of biodiversity, 0zone depletion,
and deforestation, and regional issues of
pollution control, environmental resource
management, and restoration of basic agri-
cultural, environmental, and health services

after a military conflict. The latter focus
extends to proactive analyses of the interplay
among international lending practices, trade
agreements, and environmental/health con-
cerns. IGCC’ flagship UC-systemwide pro-
gram on Global Climate Change, profiled
above under "Innovations in International
Cooperation," brings objective scientific and
technical expertise to United Nations climate
change negotiations.

IN DIRECT RELATION TO IGCC's project
‘ on water and food security (see
"Middle East," below),
Environmental Diplomacy in the
Middle East was launched to
examine past environmental diplo-
matic efforts in the region, draw
implications for future regional
and global environmental policy,
and seek to develop an innovative
research agenda to help guide
future multilateral efforts. In keeping with
the structure of the Middle East Multilateral
Working Groups, the project addressed both
water and environmental issues. Leading
experts from the U.S. Government, research
institutions, academia, the environmental
community, the Middle East policy commu-
nity, and public and private foundation rep-
resentatives critiqued recommendations at a
conference held at IGCC's Washington
Center. Under the direction of Prof. Michael
Hanemann, UC Berkeley, participants are
now finalizing a series of policy recommen-
dations for publication by IGCC. With a
deliberate view to advancing the peace
process, specific policy recommendations
will be drawn from research results, com-
piled in a policy paper, and presented to the
Middle East Multilateral Talks working
group on economic cooperation, as well as
disseminated via IGCCOnline, research
institutes, and policymakers worldwide.
This program was funded by the new con-
gressionally-authorized Edmund S. Muskie
Foundation, established to honor the former
Secretary of State's commitment to the
preservation of the environment and global
affairs, as well as the Hewlett Foundation
and the United States Department of Energy.

W. Michael HANEMANN (Ph.D. Harvard) is pro-
fessor of agricultural and resource economics at
UC Berkeley. Among his publications are Urban

Water Demand Management and Planning with
Duane Baumann and John Boland (McGraw Hill,
1997); "Valuation and Management of Tropical

IGCC HAS TRADITIONALLY Main-
tained strong regional foci on
areas of key concern to global
politics, with longstanding
ongoing programs emphasizing
security interactions in Northeast Asia and
the Middle East. Since the Cold War's end,
international politics have become ever-
more regionalized: conflict and cooperation
still engage major powers, but regions must
be treated on their own terms. To remedy the

ad hoc nature of most regional analysis and
precipitate a new theoretical focus, in 1995
IGCC initiated Reconceptualizing Regional
Relations. Project directors Profs. David Lake
(IGCC) and Patrick Morgan (UC Irvine) pub-
lished results in Regional Orders: Building
Security in a New World (Pennsylvania State
University Press, 1997). This work comple-
mented, advanced, and underpins IGCC's
research agenda in Asia-Pacific, Africa,
Europe, Latin America, and the Middle East.

Northeast Asia Cooperation Dialogue

Founbep By IGCC IN 1993, the Northeast Asia
Cooperation Dialogue (NEACD), is an unoffi-
cial track-two forum that conducts high-level
consultations on regional security coopera-
tion between China, Japan, North and South
Korea, Russia, and the United States. IGCC
founded the Dialogue and serves as its NGO
Secretariat. The Dialogue operates on a con-
sensual basis to sign-off on agendas, issue-
specific workshops, and joint projects.
Participants include academics and regional
experts as well as government officials and

uniformed military officers acting in a private
capacity generally at the Deputy Assistant
Secretary level.

NEACD activities involve plenary sessions
and issue-specific workshops called study
groups. Plenary sessions take place every
eight months on average, hosted on a round-
robin basis.

Looking forward to the future of
the broader Asia Pacific region, a
project launched in late January
by IGCC research director

Andrew MACINTYRE, associate professor of
international affairs, is an authority on the politics
of economic reform in Southeast Asia and the
international relations of the Pacific.

TO COMPLEMENT ITS MILITARY Focus, IGCC also
researches ways to meet basic economic needs of
the Middle East and North Africa. In 1996, under
the direction of Prof. Alan RICHARDS, UC Santa
Cruz, IGCC launched the project Water and Food
Security in the Middle East to examine how meet-
ing fundamental resource requirements is crucial
to the peace process (IGCC Newsletter Spring
1998). A working group of key experts and policy
practitioners examined how domestic political
constraints affect food production, water realloca-
tion, and agricultural vs. industrial investment in
the Middle East and North Africa. Special atten-
tion is paid to food and water shortages, political
barriers to economic reform, case studies of suc-
cessful and unsuccessful approaches, and the
impact of the peace process thus far. UC Berkeley
water management expert Prof. David ZILBER-
MAN assumed leadership in 1998, as the frozen

Middle East peace process began to thaw, and
is now preparing an edited volume for publica-
tion. This project was funded by the U.S.
Institute of Peace, the Muskie Foundation, the
Hewlett Foundation and the United States

David ZILBERMAN is chair and professor of
Agricultural and Resource Economics at UC Berkeley
and the director Center for Sustainable Resource
Development.

From 1994-99, the IGCC graduate fellowship pro-
gram benefited from a generous $750,000 grant
from the John D. & Catherine T. MacArthur
Foundation.

Lecturer at UC Irvine. A seminar on the sta-
tus of the Arab-Israeli conflict at UC Los
Angeles featured Deputy National Security
Advisor and Science Advisor to the King of
Jordan, Abdullah Toukan. The War and
Society speakers series at UC Riverside coin-
cided with the annual meeting of the
Congressional Medal of Honor Society during
November 1999.

IGCC is one of the largest sources of sup-
port for research in international affairs
nationally. For the 1998—99 and 1999-2000
academic years the IGCC Steering Committee
awarded a total of 11 summer internships in
Washington DC, 37 doctoral dissertation fel-
lowships, and 23 faculty grants. Research,
conference and teaching activities in disci-
plines such as agricultural and resource eco-
nomics, anthropology, city and regional
planning, environmental policy, geography,
history, literature, political science, public
health, and sociology were funded through
the annual fellowship and grant competition.

During 1999 the highly successful four-year
IGCC/MacArthur Scholars Program came to
an end. With the support of a generous grant
from the John D. and Catherine T. MacArthur
Foundation, IGCC has, since 1995, sponsored
a total of 44 fellowships and faculty grants
creating teams of junior scholars working on
emerging issues of international environmen-
tal problems and regional relations. The pro-

gram culminated with The Future of Europe, a
research seminar held April 1999 at the UC
Washington DC Center, where Ph.D. students
presented their research before policy analysts
from national agencies, non-governmental
organizations and academic institutions.

Happily, as one fellowship program came to a
close, another was initiated. In 1999 IGCC
awarded its first IGCC/Sea Grant Fellowship in
international marine policy, funded jointly by
IGCC and the California Sea Grant College
System. This pilot program is designed to bring
together theoretical marine science with tradi-
tional international relations theory.

IGCC's campus-based programs and services
continue to evolve as we enter the new century.
By Spring 2000, all nine campus programs will
have stand-alone Web sites linked through
IGCCOnline. One, at the Institute of
International Studies at UC Berkeley, has forged
links with area high schools, and posted over a
decade’s worth of videotaped conversations with
men and women of significance in international
affairs. Several campuses have, or are active in
plans to develop, degree programs in conflict
resolution and international and global studies.
And IGCC remains committed to seeking inno-

vative partnerships with extramural organiza-
tions that benefit UC graduate students and
faculty, in order to provide a bridge between
UC scholars and the national and international
policy communities.

Fellowships and
Grants Awarded

SINCE ITS INCEPTION, IGCC has committed signif-
icant resources on all UC campuses to stimu-
lating research and course development on the
causes of international conflict and opportuni-
ties to promote international cooperation. It is
one of the largest sources of graduate research
support in the United States in international
studies, and over the years has funded over 300
individual dissertation fellowships from disci-
plines such as political science, economics,
sociology, anthropology, literature, history,
communications, urban development, legal
studies, philosophy, geography, energy
resources, environmental studies, and religious
studies. IGCC has also committed significant
resources to the support of individual and col-
laborative UC faculty research. IGCC research,

IN 1997, IGCC established an office in
Washington to promote closer links between
UC research and the policy community.

the Asian economic crisis; global climate
change; comparative immigration policy;

IN AN EFFORT TO PROMOTE Undergraduate
teaching of contemporary international
security issues and provide educators with
new course materials, IGCC sponsors one to
two-day intensive teaching seminars, semi-
annually.

IGCC's DIRecTors and research directors are
directly involved by invitation in high-level
policy discussions, such as Wilton Park
(UK.) conferences, Aspen Institute retreats,
and testimony before the U.S. Congressional
subcommittees.

In addition to affiliate programs based on
each of the nine UC campuses, IGCC’s
research partners often act as co-publishers
and further disseminate research findings
through their own programs. These include
the UC Berkeley Roundtable on the
International Economy, UC San Diego
Graduate School of International
Relations and Pacific Studies, UC San
Diego Scripps Institution of
Oceanography, Lawrence Livermore
National Laboratory Center for Global
Security Research, and the Washington,
DC-based Nonproliferation Policy
Education Center. IGCC also enters into
partnerships with appropriate overseas aca-
demic institutions for its ongoing track-two
projects.

Particularly strong in this regard are
information technology collaborations. For
example, until a decade ago, from the IGCC
perspective Europe naturally remained at
the core of “the East-West divide” Now,
European integration, security relations
within and among the Commonwealth of
Independent States (CIS) states, and the
transformation of Eastern and Central
European economies command new atten-
tion at the nexus of e-conomics and securi-
ty. In the late 19905, the University of
Ulster/UN University Initiative on
Conflict Resolution and Ethnicity
<http://www.incore.ulst.ac.uk/> launched a
series of international workshops on the
Future of Internet Services on Conflict and
Ethnicity. IGCC represented American inter-
national relations and security interests in



this fledgling European online standards
development effort, leading to membership
in several key bodies. A significant result of
resulting institutional relationships is IGCC
membership in the NATO Partnership for
Peace Consortium of Defense Academics
and Security Studies Institutes
<http:.//www.pfpconsortium.org>, which
opens significant opportunities for bridging
academic expertise directly into European
region-building efforts, such as the recent
Working Group on Crisis Management in
Southeast Europe attended by Prof. Ellen
Comisso (UC San Diego).

The
Berkeley, California-based Nautilus Institute
is strengthening 'virtual ties' with the Koreas,
while the University of Toronto Munk
Center, will adapt and deepen this technolo-
gy in the Middle East.
