The Quest for Modem Fiction (Boston: G.K. Hall,

1990), a general introduction and criticai guide for undergraduates;

and approximately sixty articles and reviews in specialized profes-

sional joumals. He looks forward to returning in July to teaching and

research, and to completion of abook called Cervantes and the Materialist
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Vision.

MARGARITAM.LEZCANO is associate professor ofSpanish at Eckerd

College where she teaches Latin American Literature and Spanish

Golden Age. She earned her M. A. «Sc a Certifícate in Latin American

Studies from the University of Florida and her Ph.D. from Florida State

University. She has published a book under the title of Winners ofthe

Nada Prize 1970-1980 (1992) and several articles on 20th century Spanish
